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The excursion to The Yea Water Discovery Centre during term 1 by the year three and four students was one of the many learning opportunities presented to us to help gain a better understanding of how precious water is as a finite resource. 

The Y ea Water Discovery Centre gave us the opportunity to experience interactive environmental interpretative displays. The information accessed from these displays reinforced the importance of water, local wetland ecology and biodiversity retention in supporting flood plain, catchment and water resource management.
